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Preface  

Both the models concerning the future climate evolution and its impacts, as well as the models 

assessing the costs and benefits associated with different mitigation pathways face a high degree 

of uncertainty. There is an urgent need to  not only understand the costs and risks associated with 

climate change  but also the risks, uncertainties and co -effects  related to different mitigation 

pathways as well as public acceptance (or lack of) of low -carbon (technology) options. The main 

aims and objectives of TRANSrisk therefore are to create a novel assessment framework for 

analysing costs and benefits of transition pathways that will integrate well -established approaches 

to modelling the costs of resilient, low -carbon pathways with a wider int erdisciplinary approach 

including risk assessments. In addition, TRANSrisk aims to design a decision support tool that 

should help policy makers to better understand uncertainties and risks and enable them to include 

risk assessments into more robust policy design.  
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Executive Summary  

The purpose of this document is to present how TRANSriskõs Communication and Dissemination 

Plan, drafted as Deliverable 8.2 , has been implemented and enhanced since its submission. 

Communication tools developed, dissemination activities and events are set out in order to  help 

meet the European and regional needs and achieve the final aim, which is to raise awareness and 

motivate action in regards to TRANSrisk outcomes.  

The aim of  the Communication and Dissemination Plan is: 

¶ To disseminate knowledge collected, processed a nd accumulated in preceding WPs to 

external stakeholders through a series of specific and concrete actions . 

¶ To effectively disseminate and communicate such knowledge to stakeholder groups of 

potential beneficiaries from the action and concerned citizens.  

¶ To create maximum impacts for  policy implications and recommendations drawn from 

TRANSRISK at European Union (EU) and Member State levels.  

Production of this update comes 6 months after the submission of the Communication and 

Dissemination Plan and 15 months after the projectõs start. In the last  6 months, communication 

and dissemination activity has  increased since more technical outputs of TRANSrisk research have 

started to flow .

It is primarily focused 

on external stakeholders .  

This document focuses on the centralised dissemination elements of TRANSrisk: centrally led 

communication activities and the tools developed to support efficient dissemination  of TRANSrisk 

outcomes. However, note that a large part of TRANSriskõs dissemination is decentralised , through 

each partnerõs stakeholder engagement process and their contacts in the scientific and policy 

making communities. This plan aims to support decentralised dissemination activities, however 

their  timing and implementation is arranged by the individual partners themselves.

The present deliverable highlights the  main strategies tha t  were followed within TRANSrisk in 

order to promote its activities and engage an important number of interested parties.  The 

communication and dissemination plan has an open access policy, and all dissemination materials 

are uploaded to the appropriate se ction of  the TRANSrisk website (Consensus Building:

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2 INTRODUCTION 

TRANSrisk aims to innovatively transform the way in which robust climate change policy pathways 

are developed. In order to help policymakers manage irreducible uncertainties, TRANSrisk employ s 

a range of different models to explore various scenarios and pathways, by gathering data from 

several country case studies. To this date a comprehensive review of key uncertainties and risks 

for climate policy has been implemented, while a wide range of stakeholders has been engaged in 

order to help develop plausible pathways, thus integrating quantitative and qualitative analysis in 

a unique way.  

To this end a detailed stakeholder analysis has been made in order to identify the audiences that 

TRANSrisk addresses, while an intensive Communication and Dissemination Plan has been designed 

in order to engage them, convey the TRANSrisk message and gather appropriate feedback 

regarding the popularity of the activities and outcomes that emerge. Constant d issemination is 

essential for take -up, and take -up is crucial for the success of TRANSrisk and for the sustainability 

of its outputs in the long term.   

The Communication and Dissemination plan already ensures a constant flow of information, 

production and dissemination of printed material, articles in newspapers, website material, 

presentations etc., communication programmes (e.g. organised briefings, presentations at EU -

level and international conferences etc.), events, and clear time -scheduling of implementation of 

activities.  To this end, TRANSriskõs Communication and Dissemination Plan has further engage 

several stakeholders and the public maximising in this way the impact of policy implications and 

recommendations at EU and Member State levels. 

This report is an update report on TRANSriskõs Communication and Dissemination Plan, and the 

plan itself can be found online at http://www.transrisk -project.eu/content/transrisk -results.

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3 COMMUNICATION & DISSEMINATION AND STAKEHOLDER 

ENGAGEMENT 

The dissemination plan explains how the visibility of TRANSrisk outputs and outcomes have been 

and will be further maximised, as well as how these outcomes are shared with stakeholders, 

relevant institutions, organisations, industries and individuals. A comprehensive stakeholder 

analysis has been made in order to identify the groups of stakeholders related to TRANSrisk 

research. The analysis has identified the interests, drivers, and barriers for each stakeholder group 

and a unique strategy has been developed in order to effectively deliver the desired message in a 

tailor made dissemination approach. However, whilst communication activities are tailored for 

different stakeholder groups the core scientific content remain s consistent ð the scientific findings 

of the project are not  played down if they run contrary to the interests of certain stakeholder 

groups. 

The involvement of interested parties is very useful in order to get an alternative perspective, 

stimulating the consortium members to shift their focus from TRANSrisk activi ties to the intended 

outcomes, and to clearly communicate the main project ideas in terms of outputs, milestones and 

objectives.  

The target audience of TRANSrisk consists of the following groups:  

¶ Policy makers;  

¶ Private and public sector industries, associations, etc., that are involved in the provision 

of GHG emitting services;  

¶ Electric utilities and regulators;  

¶ Technology users and /or suppliers, including manufacturers and importers;  

¶ The finance community;  

¶ Households, communities, small and medium enterprises,  

¶ Environmental and social NGOs;  

¶ Scientists and researchers; and  

¶ International organisations and donors.  

Each stakeholder group can be categorised as internal and external depending on its relation with 

the TRANSrisk consortium and its level of involvement in the TRANSrisk initiative.  

Moreover, stakeholders are categorised accordingly to their interest on TRANSrisk, as well as their 

power, into 4 main categories Key players,  Keep satisfied ,  Keep informed , and Minimal effort  

(see more in D8.1 Communication and Dissemination Plan ð 1st version). The frequency and the 
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means of dissemination are changed according to this categorisation, in order to maximise the 

impact of  TRANSrisk outputs. 

The dissemination process is divided in 2 main categories : dissemination targeting wider non-

specialist audiences through general dissemination activities ; and dissemination targeting experts , 

which is usually done within the process of case studies. The first is implemented by the 

dissemination team and mainly uses general dissemination tools and material (e.g. website, social 

media, leaflets etc.), while the latter is largely implemented by the scientific leads for each case 

study, with support from the WP8 dissemination team, and mainly uses in person meetings.  

Regarding the dissemination to experts the Communication and Dissemination Plan follows a two-

way communication process, whereby stakeholders are consulted about their knowledge needs 

relatively early in TRANSrisk stage and then provided with knowledge th at TRANSrisk generates. 

Constant communication is important as it enables a dissemination plan which goes beyond a 

òsimpleó presentation of results through articles, reports and a website. Through frequent 

communication with target stakeholders, the TRANSr isk team is able to discuss results and collect 

feedback from stakeholders, including obtaining an indication of how (and when) the actionõs 

results will have an impact on decision making. These insights are used to further improve the 

evaluated programmes. At the same time, the consortium has been careful to avoid excessive 

dissemination of information.  

The purpose of the TRANSrisk communication and dissemination activities is illustrated in the 

figure below:  

 

Figure 1: The Concept of TRANSrisk Communication and Dissemination  

Documents produced as deliverables are archived through the TRANSrisk website with open access 

for interested persons and organisations. Several dedicated posts in social media, as well as press 
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releases and newsletters have created traffic to the TRANSrisk website and encourage stakeholder 

participation in TRANSrisk. Scientific publications that have been (and will be) derived from the 

TRANSrisk are offered to either open access journals or peer -reviewed journals which offer open 

access with delay (see D1.1: Data Management Plan, available online at: http://www.transrisk -

project.eu/content/transrisk -results).  

Dissemination Committee:  

In order to ensure that dissemination is consistent inside and outside the consortium, a 

Dissemination Committee (DC) has been set up. The DC consists of three members and is 

responsible for the promotion and exploitation of results as well as contributin g to organising and 

engaging stakeholders throughout the TRANSrisk implementation. Stakeholder participation is 

integral to the TRANSrisk action so the DC carefully manages the relationship with 

stakeholders/wider community. The DC also ensure s that a dive rsity of stakeholder engage in the 

TRANSrisk work programme and that outputs result in tangible tools relevant to the policy making 

and implementation process.  The DC is led by WP8 leader and consists of UPRC, SPRU, and JIN 

teams. Moreover, the DC cooperates closely with each WP leader, as the latter is  responsible to 

inform it about their WPõs results, in order to develop and disseminate informational material 

concerning TRANSrisk achievements. 

The Dissemination Committee assembles after the consortium call and management board 

meetings, which (together)  take place once a month. In order to keep the DC as compact as 

possible, and also to exploit the experience of other partners, dissemination  matters are briefly 

presented during the consortium calls  to all consortium members. Then, partners with the 

appropriate experience are asked to stay during the DCõs assembly, in which decisions for these 

matters are taken. 

Synergies with relevant initiatives:  

The consortium places part icular emphasis on establishing important links and closely integrating 

with other organisations /EU projects  carrying out similar or related research and analysis. This 

integration and collaboration effort does not only strengthen the research and knowledg e base for 

the research activities carried out in TRANSrisk, but also open s up possibilities of enhancing future 

cooperation. Synergies with sixteen (16) EU initiatives have been already established and are 

available in  the TRANSrisk òUseful Linksó webpage (http://transrisk -project.eu/content/useful -

links) (i.e. ENSPOL, DIA-CORE, SUSTAIN, CARISMA, POLIMP, OPTIMUS, BETTER, Towards2030-

dialogue, APRAISE, ESCOCITY, CES-MED, EUGCC Clean Energy Network II, Green-Win, SET-Nav, 

PATHWAYS, COMPLEX).  Moreover, TRANSrisk is also disseminated through a variety of other 

knowledge-sharing platforms. Until now, 8 platforms have been identified for this purpose (i.e. 

Clean Energy Info Portal - reegle, Climate Change Information Network (CC:iNet), Climate Change 

Knowledge Portal (CCKP), Climatechangemitigation.EU, Climate and Development Knowledge 

Network (CDKN), Climate Policy Info Hub, European Climate Adaptation Platform (CLIMATE-

ADAPT), Technology Transfer Clearinghouse (TT: CLEAR)).

Here TRANSrisk has joined a consortium of several other EU-

funded projects , managed by the Carisma project,  to develop a platform with highlights of their 

work, therefore showing how EU research funding contributes to knowledge enhancement on 

climate change mitigation.  The portal aims to provide a ôone stop shopõ for policy makers and 

other interes ted parties, where they can view research summaries from a large number of projects 

in the climate mitigation arena.

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4 COMMUNICATION & DISSEMINATION CONCEPT 

The communication and dissemination of TRANSrisk results takes several forms and uses a variety 

of media. Some activities have greater impact than others, and thus, their value to the aims of 

the action differ s. 

Communication and dissemination activities , wherever possible, use language that is non-technical 

and understandable to the target stakeholders. Interested parties  need to know what has been 

achieved and why it is important to them. The same messages can be used for dissemination to 

different stakeholders, but the language should be adapted for each audience.  

The internal  objective of the TRANSrisk Communication and Dissemination Plan is to provide the 

TRANSrisk consortium with an effective and efficient blueprint to follow in disseminating the work 

and results of TRANSrisk. The external  objectives of the TRANSrisk Communication and 

Dissemination Plan are t o make known as widely as possible the findings and recommendations of 

TRANSrisk, especially to policy-makers and other end-users at Member-State, EU and international 

levels. The following figure illustrates the relationship between impact and effort of each 

dissemination and communication tool that may be used within TRANSrisk duration.

TRANSrisk consortium spends the majority of the dissemination resource on high effort and high 

impact tools that require the dissemination of more detailed and labour intensive 

content/materials (i.e. WP content and outputs). These efforts also include direct contact with 
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stakeholders via workshops, conferences etc. TRANSrisk partners complement these high 

impact/effort activities with lower impact dissemination, which require less detailed content and 

time to develop (summaries, presentations etc.) and is generally aimed at a broader audience.  
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5 COMMUNICATION & DISSEMINATION TOOLS DEVELOPED 

A number of tools have been (and will  be) developed to support TRANSriskõs communication and 

dissemination activities. These are shown in the table 1 below, with more detail provided in the 

following subsections.

5.1  TRANSrisk Website 

TRANSrisk website (www.transrisk -project.eu ) was launched in November 2015, and since then it 

has been one of the main sources of information available to all the different stakeholdersõ 

categories and the first point of contact and ongoing communication mechanism with external 

audiences. Traffic to TRANSrisk website is monitored through the google analytics platform and 

until now, the website has been visited 3,378 times by a total of 2,043 visitors who have viewed 

9,661 times it s webpages.

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The TRANSrisk website provides significant levels of interactivity in a consultative process, 

particularly with highly motivated, proactive stakeholders. Since May 2016 there have been several 

major changes to the static webpages of TRANSrisk website. Firstly, the òTRANSrisk Eventsó 

webpage has been divided in 2 separated webpages. The first one is called òEventsó and is 

dedicated to the events organised within TRANSrisk framework. The other one is called 

òInterventionsó and includes events in which TRANSrisk partners have participated and 

disseminated the initiative.  

Moreover, the informative webpages òTRANSrisk in Briefó, òObjectivesó, òWork Structureó, and 

òExpected Outcomesó have been updated, so as to depict the latest progress of TRANSrisk. Also, 

there has been a minor change in TRANSrisk homepage which now includes, among others, the 

new TRANSrisk Leaflet and the òTRANSrisk 1st Year Progressó presentation . Of course, the 

webpages with dynamic content are continuously updated  in a daily basis. 

The websiteõs sitemap with the implemented changes,  is presented below:  

¶ Home Page: It  welcomes the visitors and includes the latest news and events of TRANSrisk. 

Moreover, it contains the first TRANSrisk  video, and also encourages the users to follow 

TRANSrisk on social media and official EU platforms, as well as to subscribe to TRANSriskõs 

newsletter.  It also includes the ò2nd TRANSrisk Leafletó and the òTRANSrisk 1st Year 

Progressó in the right side bar . 

¶ The Action (About TRANSrisk): This page encloses the following sub-pages: 

o TRANSrisk in Brief: It includes a short description of the action.  

o Objectives:  It includes TRANSriskõs main objectives, and mid-level targets.  

o Work Structure:  It depicts the action õs 4 key areas, and includes hyperlinks to the 

results that have implemented in each area . 

o Expected Outcomes: It includes TRANSriskõs expected impact as well as the latest 

information on this matter . 

o Who We Are: A table introducing the TRANSrisk consortium, as well as hyperlinks to 

each partnerõs website is included. 

¶ Updates (News & Events): This page contains TRANSrisk updates sorted in chronological 

order from newest to oldest. Thus, the overall progress can be observed. Moreover, the 

page is divided into the following three sub -pages: 

o Articles: Contains published material such as articles, newsletters, as well as 

relevant publications, reports, articles, etc.  

o Events: Includes the implemented events that are organi sed within TRANSrisk 

framework.  

o Interventions:  Includes implemented events in which TRANSrisk partners have 

participated and the initiative has been promoted.  Information material (photos, 
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agendas, presentations, etc.) and link to the official eventsõ websites are also 

included. 

¶ Virtual  Library (Models and Resources): TRANSrisk files that have public dissemination level 

and are addressed to stakeholders and whoever is interested in TRANSrisk action are 

located in the library . 

o TRANSrisk Models: Will present the models used in TRANSrisk action for the 

quantitative analysis implemented in the case studies . 

o Resources: Updated with the latest TRANSrisk resources. 

o TRANSrisk Results: Frequent update with TRANSrisk deliverables.  

¶ Consensus Building: Continuous update with incorporation of the latest TRANSrisk 

promotional material such as flyers, brochures, infographics, newsletters, QR codes, etc.  

¶ Contact us: Incorporates a form though which the visitors can communicate to the 

TRANSrisk team for any inquiry. It also contains the appropriate e -mail addresses in case 

visitors want to address their comments to a specific person .

5.2  Social Media 

During the latest period TRANSrisk has boosted its activity in social media by posting current issues 

and progress on energy policy, and climate change .

¶ Twitter:  Our Twitter account has been in use since November 2015. During the latest 

period TRANSrisk audience has been dramatically increased . Until now , the  TRANSrisk 

twitter  account has 1,010 tweets ( 80.8 per month), over 220 followers ( 17.6 per month), 

and more that 151,322 views over a period of 375 days of operation . The latest period 

TRANSrisk tweets are viewed around 15,000 times per month.  

¶ Facebook:  As in Twitter, TRANSrisk Facebook pageõs outreach has increased during the 

latest period.  To date, there are 191 people who like TRANSrisk page, while the pageõs 

total outreach is 6,629 post views .

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5.9  TRANSrisk Video and Infographics  

Taking into account the nature of TRANSrisk and its outcomes, special emphasis is given to their 

appropriate visualisation in order to be easily understandable and usable by target groups.  

Visualising consolidated knowledge/results through videos  and interactive or animated 

infographics has been, and will be , explored. Infographics , for example , can provide 

comprehensive visual representations of information/data/knowledge of a complex system quickly 

and clearly. As such, infographics could be used to illustrate how the development of different 

climate change mitigation pathways and adaptation strategies could have impacts on the costs, 

benefits and risks of different societal and technological transitions in the energy system. The first 

infographic is currently in development and will be available in the following months. It is 

envisaged that around 4-5 infographics will be created in total depicting the TRANSrisk initiative , 

reports, etc.  as well as the toolboxes developed within TRANSrisk framework .

TRANSrisk Side Event at COP22, 18 November 2016  

TRANSrisk conducted the "Assessing mitigation pathway risk and uncertainty: case studies in the 

Netherlands, Kenya and Chile" side event at COP22 on the 18th of November in Marrakech, Morocco. 

In this workshop TRANSriskõs approach to developing low emission transition pathwa ys and 

practical application of this work to a ôpost-Parisõ world was be analysed. More specifically, case 

studies from the Netherlands, Kenya and Chile were presented, with the audience invited to 

participate and give feedback.  For the event an exclusive article was issued in JIQ Magazine which 

was also handed out to participants in order to gain their feedback for the Dutch case study.  The 

article focuses on transition pathways on the livestock sector. Moreover, i n order to increase the 

workshopõs participation, invitations were sent to people that we knew would  attend COP22, as 

well as a promotional slideshow created and disseminated through social media with appropriate 

hashtags. Furthermore , as mentioned in section 5.1.5, QR codes were created to promot e the 

event in a more eco -friendly way.

TRANSrisk Panel Session at Energy for Society , 2 -5 April 2017 

TRANSrisk has applied to organise a òRisks and uncertainties in climate mitigation action ó panel 

session at the òEnergy for Society: 1st International Conference on Energy Research & Social 

Scienceó ESA RN12 Environment and Society Midterm Conference which will be held on 2nd ð 5th of 

April 2017 in Melia Sitges, Spain. The proposed event will be a 90 minute panel session  on 

Conceptualizing Risk in Transition Pathways for Climate Change: Interdisciplinary Insights. It would 

incorporate 5 presentations with a duration of 10 minutes each as well as a panel discussion in 

order to receive audience feedback .

Interviews, focus groups, workshops or seminars, and conferences are and will be  held (dependent 

on the budget ). The objective is to contribute to informed debates among national policymakers 

and stakeholders by presenting, disseminating and communicating knowledge of TRANSrisk. 

Tow ards a Low -Carbon European Union ð The Case of Greece, 25  October 2016, Athens, Greece 

The Towards a Low-Carbon European Union ð The Case of Greece Regional Workshop took place in 

Athens, on the 25th of October 2016. This workshop was organised in order to assemble 

stakeholders and policymakers regarding the Greek energy market. The event was co -organised 

with Towards2030-dialogue initiative so as to increase the eventõs impact. 

This 1-day event was divided in three sessions. The first  session incorporated the 2030 RES target 

and the policy challenges and pathways towards achieving it. The second presented the case of 

low-carbon transition at national level in Greece. The third and last session included an interactive 
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stakeholder discussion panel in which fruitful dialogue took place. In the event there were 43 

participants from government representatives, regulators, RES industry associations, energy 

agencies, and scientific community . More specifically, members of Towards2030-dialogue 

initiative presented the implemented work in the framework of the initiative, how the EU RES 

target can be divided amongst the EU member states, and what are the policy challenges and 

pathways for meeting the target. Moreover, TRANSrisk partners presented the initiative, the 

prospects and challenges for Greece moving towards a low-carbon future, the regulations, market 

designs, and other requirements needed so that decentralised renewable energy generation and 

storage takes is applied in Greece, and which a re the national priorities to be considered in the 

transition of the Greek building and power sectors. At the last section of the workshop, fruitful 

discussion was made, as well as a participatory system mapping exercise. In the last one, the 

participants were given two system maps one for the Greek building sector and one for the solar 

power sector, in which they had their opinions imprinted. More information regarding the event,

Events linked to Work Packages outside the country case studies

assessment of the identified policy strategies  towards low carbon economies. Such activities are 

not explicitly aimed at dissemination so much as setting in motion key tasks and activities of 

TRANSrisk; however, they too are expected to include dissemination and communication work .

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High-level Policy Events  

SEI will organise two sets of launch events, roundtable discussions and briefings aimed at policy -

makers, business leaders, journalists and the general public. In these events,  the consortium 

partners will present key TRANSrisk results, stylising the content for the two locations so as to 

place some additional emphasis on the country case studies. Journalists (print, TV, radio, interest 

groups) will be invited through establishe d media contact lists at SEI Centres in Stockholm and 

Nairobi . In each location, five types of events will be organised:  

(i)  Briefing for government representatives and a short presentation to a Parliamentary 

committee (environment/climate);  

(ii)  Business roundtable discussion in which key implications for the private sector are highlighted 

and discussed;  

(iii)  Press Conference (in Swedish and Swahili/English) with journalists and local organisations, 

focusing especially on implications derived from the  national studies;  

(iv)  Academic/Research Seminar to which researchers and analysts will be invited, providing more 

details from the global and regional studies and emphasising  those areas where more research 

is needed in the future;  

(v) Open public seminar with presentations and discussion sessions.  

The events in Nairobi will be held near the U.N. complex and World Agro -Forestry Centre. As a 

major regional and international hub, events held in Nairobi offer effective dissemination not only 

for Kenya but for othe r key African countries as well .   

Final Conference  

Summarising the whole action, this full -day conference will present the acquired knowledge, 

policy implications and recommendations and discuss them with top -level keynote speakers and 

other experts. The c onference will be organised by SPRU. It will be organised in sessions of 

approximately two hours to make it attractive for an expert audience and to ensure large overall 

participation. Substantive discussions will be introduced by inputs of no longer than 15 minutes 

and complemented by 2-3 stakeholdersõ comments. To ensure a large number of attendeesõ 

participate , the event will build on the TRANSrisk stakeholdersõ database as well as the extensive 

TRANSrisk partnersõ databases of contacts active in the climate policy field.  

6.2.1  Publications targeted at policymakers and stakeholders  

To mobilise acquired, processed and accumulated knowledge for policy debate, TRANSrisk is 

developing publications target ed at policymakers and stakeholders. More specifically, there are 3 

kinds of publications targeting stakeholders,  namely TRANSrisk Commentaries, TRANSrisk Working 

Document Series, and TRANSrisk Policy Briefs. The first type will be brief narrations focusing on 
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describing the current state of TRANSrisk, as well the accomplishments until the commentaryõs 

distribution; it is envisaged that there will be one or two commentaries per year. The Working 

Document Series are brief reports focusing on the developed meth odologies, tools, etc. and are 

mainly technical. The Working Document Series will be launched ad -hoc whenever major 

accomplishments have occurred. The Policy Briefs are reports focusing on the presentation of 

policies created with the tools developed withi n TRANSrisk framework. The latter will be issued 

at a later time, while TRANSrisk commentaries and Working Document Series will be issued in the 

following period.  

TRANSrisk Articles in Scientific Magazines:  TRANSrisk partners disseminate the outcomes and 

knowledge obtained through articles in research and scientific magazines. To date, UPRC has 

developed an article in the European Office of Cyprus (EOC) ð January 2016. In this issue of 

EOC monthly òEuropean Newsó (p.3), a brief article has been published in order to present 

TRANSrisk. The article contained fundamental information concerning TRANSriskõs main 

objectives, aims, and expected results.

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6.6  Bilateral Meetings  

As part of the stakeholder analysis, we have identified decision and policy makers who can help 

maximise the impact of TRANSriskõs work. Some of these stakeholders have been interviewed 

during the case studies process in order to give valuable feedback for the implementation of 

system maps. For the process a consent form has been created in which the re were information 

regarding the process of the interviews. Since then a constant dialogue is implemented , in the 

context of which regular one-to-one meetings and updates are arranged. Of course, the frequency 

of these meetings is the appropriate in order that the dialogue does not become tiding.  

6.7  Participation in External Events  

Apart from the events organised by the consortium, TRANSrisk is further promoted through 

participation in external events  regarding climate change, renewable energy, energy efficiency, 

and environment. Partners are encouraged and assisted in the presentation of TRANSrisk and its 

preliminary results . These kind of activities  include the participation in events organi sed by the 

European Commission and to other international conferences and workshops in the respective 

fields , so as to update the scientific community, universities, research centres, the European 

Commission, green economy experts and other interested groups. All  partners participate in the 

identification of relevant events in which TRANSrisk can be presented. Events in which we have 

participated are displayed in Appendix I. Participation in external events is also promoted through 

the dedicated webpage òInterventionsó.

6.8  Survey 

As part of Work Package 5 (and specifically Task 5.4 on risk assessment of climate policy options), 

a survey involving a considerable sample of the g eneral public will be carried out in order to 

explore and assess the publicõs attitudes towards the identified risks that climate policy options 

feature. As with all other planned events that are linked to Work Packages outside the country 

case studies, this survey is not explicitly aimed at dissemination, but is expected to essentially 

involve dissemination activities and is a core aspect of TRANSriskõs communication plan.
